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In Luke 11-14, Jesus pulls back the curtain on what life in the Kingdom of God really looks like. He
begins by praying and then teaches His disciples how to pray (11:1), showing that connection with
the Father is the foundation of everything He does. He makes it clear that His authority over
demons is proof that “the Kingdom of God has come upon you”(11:20) — God’s reign is no longer
distant, itis present and active in Him. Jesus also gives a serious warning about the blasphemy of
the Holy Spirit: to continually reject the work of God in front of you is not just doubt, but dangerous
hardness of heart. The problem isn’t lack of evidence; it is resistance to truth.

In Luke 12-14, Jesus shifts from describing the Kingdom to defining the cost of belonging to it. He
speaks openly about division — that His coming will not always bring peace to relationships,
because truth often forces a choice (12:49-53). Then, in Luke 14:25-35, He delivers one of the
strongest calls to discipleship in Scripture: following Him requires loving Him above everything
else, carrying your cross, and counting the cost before you commit. Jesus does not invite half-
hearted belief; He calls for full surrender. The Kingdom is freely offered, but it is never cheap.

Peace Isn’t Always Quiet

When Jesus talks about division, He isn’t celebrating conflict — He is warning us that truth
disrupts comfort. The fire Jesus brings is not meant to destroy us, but to refine us. Following
Christ doesn’t always lead to easy relationships, smooth paths, or universal approval. Sometimes
obedience costs us popularity. Sometimes faith strains friendships. Sometimes walking with
Jesus means standing alone.

But Jesus is not cruelin this warning — He is honest. He would rather prepare us for the cost than
deceive us with shallow promises. The peace Jesus gives is hot the absence of conflict; itis the
presence of God in the middle of it. And the cost He asks of us is never more than what He has
already paid for us. When Jesus calls us to give up our lives, it is only because He intends to give
us something better in return — His life instead of ours.
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Reflection Questions

1. Why do you think Jesus said His message would sometimes create division instead of
peace?

Have you ever felt tension, resistance, or misunderstanding because of your faith?
Which is harder for you: standing for truth or keeping the peace?

What does “counting the cost” of following Jesus look like in your life right now?
Are you following Jesus fully — or fitting Him into places where He’s convenient?
What relationships, habits, or ambitions might God be asking you to surrender?

How do you respond when truth challenges your comfort?
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If someone judged your life, would they conclude Jesus is your highest priority?
