So our prayer is that this Triune God would continue and 
keep us steadfast in this Faith (Collect). 
 

The Holy Eucharist    

The mercy of the Holy Trinity is given in the Supper of Christ’s Body and Blood. For by 
partaking of the Son of God, you are partaking of God Himself.  The Holy Trinity dwells 
and abides in you and makes His home in you.

The Postlude   Come, Holy Ghost, Creator Blest (BWV 667)   — J.S. Bach (1685-1750)  
 

Blessed be the Holy Trinity and the undivided Unity!  In His great mercy, 

Our Lord reveals Himself as Father, Son, and Holy Ghost.  The Holy Trinity is praised through-
out Christian Liturgy and music. 

 

The CHIEF HYMN “Come, Holy Ghost, Creator Blest” (# 233) is from the ninth cen-

tury by Rhabanus Maurus (776-856).  It has been used as the office hymn for the Of-

fice of Terce, the church’s prayer at 9am.  It is sung at the ordination of candidates 
into the Holy Ministry. 
 

A Pentecost hymn, it is appointed for Trinity Sunday confessing the Spirit’s relation-
ship to the Father and Son: “Make Thou to us the Father known / Teach us the eter-

nal Son to own.” The tune is a simplification of the ancient plainsong chant for the Latin text. 
 

The PRELUDE is the final movement of Choral Varié sur la theme du ‘Veni Creator’ by 

Maurice Duruflé (1902-1986), professor and organist at the Conservatoire de Paris.  It 

begins quietly with a rapid figuration of the melody, and ends with full organ. 
 

The POSTLUDE (BWV 667), also on the chief hymn, is by J.S. Bach (1685-1750) from his 

collection The Great Eighteen Chorale Preludes.  The first section features the melody in 
the top voice (soprano), with a bridge to the second with the melody in the pedal (bass). 
 

The PROCESSIONAL HYMN “God the Father, Be Our Stay” (# 247) is Martin Luther’s (1483-

1546) revision of a medieval litany.  The COMMUNION HYMN “Isaiah, Mighty Seer” (# 249) is 
also by Luther, both text and tune, based on the Sanctus (Isaiah 6:1-4). 
 

The RETIRING PROCESSION HYMN “I Bind Unto Myself Today” (insert) is by St. Patrick (c. 380

-460), missionary to Ireland.  This translation was prepared by C. F. Alexander for St. Patrick’s 

Day in 1889.  This version of the tune is from 1906.  Patrick and his followers sang this hymn as 
they fled the wrath of King Loegaire who demanded they honor a heathen festival. 
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The Sanctus 

 
What does the word “Sanctus” mean? 
   It is the Latin for “holy.”  Other titles of this hymn are 
Ter Sanctus and Trisagium, both meaning Thrice Holy. 
 
What is the Sanctus? 
   It is the great hymn of the Communion Service—the 
very climax of the Thanksgiving. 
 
From where does the Sanctus come? 
   It consists of two verse, of which— 
   The first is from Isaiah the prophet, who heard it sung 
by the Seraphim before the throne of God. Isaiah 6.2-3.  
It is an exalted strain of praise, in which the saints on 
earth join the angels in heaven in declaring God’s per-
fection, and in proclaiming His glory as manifested in 
Creation and Redemption fills all things.  This verse re-
calls the words of the Eucharistic Prayer: “At all times 

and in all places.” 
 

   The second was sung by the multitudes which went with Christ on His triumphal 
entry into Jerusalem (Matthew 21.9).  The same words are in the hymn (Psalm 118) 
which our Saviour is supposed to have chanted with the disciples at the institution of 
the Holy Supper.   We hail Christ as our Saviour and Deliverer.  These words resolve 
the whole Sanctus into a hymn of praise to Christ as God (St. John 12.41). 
 

   The first is heaven’s hymn of praise.  The second is earth’s hymn of praise. Thus is 
fulfilled, “Heaven and earth are full of Thy glory.”  Each verse closes with “Hosanna in 
the highest.” 
 
What is the meaning of “Hosanna in the Highest”? 
   Hosanna means “Save, I pray.”  This expression is an exclamation of the most intense 
feeling and gives utterance to the loftiest praise.  It is also exclaimed as a cry similar to 
“God save the King!” What a welcome to Christ our King!

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THE PSALM FOR THIS WEEK IS PSALM 8.  PRAY IT EVERY DAY! 
 

This Psalm focuses on the Name of Our Lord. It speaks of the glory of the Lord (v 1) and the strength which He gives 

(v 2). However, the central part of this Psalm is Our Lord—that He visits us and becomes like us (v 4-5) and that by 

His death He has dominion over everything, even death itself (v 6-8). The excellency and majesty of Our Lord is 

found, then, in the Blessed One who comes in the Lord’s Name (v 1, 9).
