the wedding date. Biblical instruction in 
Holy Marriage is required. All marriages 
are conducted by the Pastor according to 
Zion’s usual order. 

NEW MEMBERS are received by Baptism, 
Confirmation, Transfer or Profession of 
Faith. Instruction in Luther ’s Small 
Catechism and Private Absolution are 
required for all new members. Please ask 
the Pastor for further details.

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Cantate—Fourth Sunday After Easter 

April 29, 2018            The Holy Spirit, The Comforter 
 

God’s Kingdom comes whenever He sends us His Holy Spirit. And the 
Spirit is never sent apart from Our Lord in the Gospel preaching and 
Gospel Sacraments. Draw near with the Faithful of God, then, to hear and 
receive the Spirit of the Church! 

The Theme of Today’s Liturgy   Today we get to sing to the Lord the 
“new song” born from the marvelous things and the salvation Our Lord openly shows 
(Introit). This salvation is the Holy Spirit who is the “good and perfect gift from 
above” (Epistle). The Spirit’s salvation is to guide us into all truth (Gospel). And by the 
Spirit we pray the Father that we may “love what you command and desire what you 
promise” (Collect).  

The Sermon   This glorious Eastertide, this time in which we like newborn babes 
crave the pure spiritual milk of the Word, this time when we hearken to the voice of 
our Good Shepherd, this time in which we rejoice, this time in which we sing to the 
Lord a new song, this time in which alleluias flow from our hearts and are raised up 
upon our voices in praise and thanksgiving, we remember and confess the marvelous 
work and the wonder of the of the Lord, the wonder promised of old, the miraculous 
resurrection of our Lord.  He took on Flesh, suffered, died, rose again, and then 
ascended into heaven.  It was necessary for Him to go, that the Holy Spirit come.  It is 
to your advantage that He ascended into heaven, for departing your Lord sent the 
Spirit to His Church, and through the Church does He give the same Spirit to you.   

The Holy Eucharist   The Holy Spirit comforts you in the Holy Eucharist by opening 
your spiritual eyes to believe that the bread is Christ’s Body and the wine is Christ’s 
Blood given to be your forgiveness, your life and your salvation.
