July 22,2018 The Sure Strong Word

Today you are invited to receive the good fruit of the Gospel —Our Lord in
His Body and Blood. There is nothing surer or stronger that can see you
'| through this life to the life of the world to come. May you take to heart Our
Lord in His Word and Supper, and thereby truly participate in Him!

The Theme of Today’s Liturgy We desire and earnestly pray that we
may have “the Spirit to think and do always such things as are right” (Collect).
That Spirit does not come from our heartfelt desire to do good, or our inner strength to live
right. Rather, that Spirit is the Holy Spirit whom we have received — the Spirit which adopts
us as children of God (Epistle). It is the Spirit who delivers into us the sure strong Word
(Jesus) who enables us to do the will of the Father (Gospel). Not by heavy demands, but by
the Lord’s loving-kindness given in His Church (Introit) —that is how this healthful Spirit of
grace works in us the good for which we pray.

The Sermon The Prophet warns the chosen people of God that among them there
are imposters. He warns them not to follow them, not to hear them. The people would
not listen. They preferred the false word of men, forsaking the saving Word of
God. Six centuries later, the Promised Christ warns His disciples of the same. That
warning is for you. There are false pastors and false christians in the visible church
that work to divide the faithful. That you not be deceived, God, in His mercy and
grace, has given to His Church concrete, visible signs by which you may know the True
Church, and so pure doctrine and the Holy Sacraments. By these He works and
strengthens faith until day when faith is no longer necessary - then you will see Him.

The Holy Eucharist In the Holy Supper of Christ's Body and Blood you receive not
only Christ but also His Spirit. He is the One who gives you the strength, confidence
and courage to live and do what is well-pleasing in the Lord’s sight.
